REGISTRATION 
Hilltop Registration for the 2026-2027 school year is now open to the public. We have limited 
spaces in some classrooms. The Monday-Friday 4’s classroom is at capacity! We also have 
some spaces available in our Early Start CT class that meets five days a week from 9:00 am 
to 3:00 pm.  Parents must provide, tax records, proof of residency, and a copy of the child’s 
birth certificate.  This classroom has a sliding fee scale for families that meet the income 
requirement.
